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- Students communicate and exchange personal information.

- Students claim their rights through speaking up about them.

- Students explore different forms of art including music and poetry that will
encourage them to reflect on their identities.

- Students work in small groups to discuss human rights and use a tree as a metaphor
in describing the rights they believe they should have.
